David
…you just had a tiny bit of light powder that’s all it was (laughter) nothing more, so yeah, so about a year ago I actually had one of these tests and so Greg’s going to…so we’re going to do some Q & As improve (laughter) and just talk about how quick and easy it is really.
Greg
Yeah, I mean just as you came up for the channel I mean the first thing that we were really interested in is number one, are you physically capable of doing the channel?  That’s really what matters.  Is that what's important to you? I mean when you first sort of took up the challenge, when you thought about serious physical activity?

David
In a way I was hoping that I would be told that I was not fit enough to do it (laughter) and then I’d have thought, oh brilliant I cant do it, I'd have wanted to, but I cant. No, so I did have some heart tests there, but then I also had one of the CRY screenings.

Greg
That’s right yeah, absolutely, in fact we can see that on screen.

David
I was slightly fatter then (laughter) if you’re looking at me on the screen I'm slightly…

Greg
I think it’s the wide screen that does that (laughter).

David
Yeah its not nice is it, but there we are.

Greg
Not too bad.  I mean in terms of that, one of the things that people always say to me is you know, it must be painful, it must be really very difficult. I mean what was it like to actually have the screening?

David
Well its sort of all over in about 10 minutes.  Its very quick and easy. You kind of get the results right then and there don’t you because you’re looking at the heart and how it works.  And just really we’ve got to encourage as many people as possible to have this, because at £35 you know, you cant put a price on your life, and £35 certainly isn’t it. And it was so quick and easy and you know I wasn’t sporty as a youngster but you’ve got to encourage as many young people who are very sporty who are the ones who are really at risk to have this test, and also really to be told about it, because I think we really need to get the word out about this because I think it’s the thing, people don’t wake up one day and go ‘oh I must have a test on my hear today to see if I've got a rare heart condition’, you know, so we’ve really got to sort of tell people to do it as much as possible.

Greg
Yeah and one the one thing I've noticed since you’ve been involved with CRY is a real passion for what we do, I mean is it something that stuck you talking to the families who tragically have lost their children?

David
I think that’s it, you know, tonight when I meet the bereaved families and you hear the stories, it is so terribly upsetting and also its upsetting because you think these deaths could have been prevented and so its really great that the families can turn what is a terrible, terrible negative into a positive and help other people and save other people’s lives.

Greg
I mean what I'd like to say is just on behalf of cry is that David, importantly all of our patrons do an incredibly important job for us in raising the profile of everything we do and we are truly thankful for all that at CRY

David
